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1. NAME

The name of the Association is Australian Karting (New South Wales)

Clubs may be accepted as voting or non-voting members, the criteria for which shall be set out in these rules.

To be accepted as a voting member, a club shall have and maintain, a minimum of 10 (ten) members having a current AKA competition licence.

3.
CESSATION OF MEMBERSHIP

A member club ceases to be a member:-

a) one year after notification in writing to the State Secretary of intention to withdraw from the Association unless within that year the notification is withdrawn;

b) six months after notification, by the State Secretary to the Club Secretary of the member, there are membership fees owing and that failure to pay within six months will result in cessation of membership, unless within that time the membership fees are paid.

c)
If the clubs membership falls below 10 (ten) competition licence holders for a period of 12 (twelve) months.

d)
By a decision of expulsion under Rule 6.
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e)
A member club becomes financially insolvent.
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4.
REGISTER OF MEMBERS

The State Secretary/Office Administrator must keep a Register of Members, the name, contact address and date of joining of each member club.

5.
SUBSCRIPTION

The annual subscription for the following calendar year is determined at the Annual General Meeting of the Association. There is no joining fee. Should no determination be made it shall be set by the secretariat at a date no later than the last working day of November.
6.
DISCIPLINE OF MEMBERS

a)
The Council may discipline a member club of the Association by:

1)
warning the member that it may be fined or expelled if it continues to act in the specified manner of which the Council disapproves, or

2)
fining a member, or

3)
expelling the member. Any decision for expulsion shall be referred to the National Karting Council for mediation, during which time the member club has a period of two months to resolve its position with the AKA (NSW).

4)
The Council may suspend a member club effective immediately should that member disregard the directives of the Council, or State / Federal regulatory authorities, all permits to conduct racing or practice shall be suspended, the National Karting Council and the Department of Sport and Recreation shall be informed of the suspension.

The President and Delegate of such member club shall be called upon, to appear before the council to explain verbally and in writing, as to why the member club has contravened such directive and what measures have been taken to rectify the member club's action.

5)
Such suspension shall remain in effect until.

a) In the case of a council directive, the council removes the suspension.

b) The council directives have been meet and approved by the secretariat, at a time other than a council meeting.

c) State / Federal regulatory authorities requirements have been meet or an agreed time frame for such requirements has been agreed to by the council or secretariat with approval from such regulatory bodies.

6) The Secretariat may impose a suspension on a member club only in the instance of a member club disregarding directives imposed by regulatory bodies which may place in jeopardy the ability to operate or administer the sport.
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b) If a motion is proposed at a meeting of the Council for the disciplining of a member club other than suspension, the President shall first put a motion that the member be called upon to explain its conduct to the Council.

c)
If that motion is carried by a simple majority of those present and voting, the motion for the disciplining of the member must be adjourned to a meeting not less than 14 days later.

d)
The member club named in the motion must be given notice in writing, to its contact address in the Register of Members

1)
of the conduct complained of, and

2)
that it is entitled to present oral or written evidence or arguments to the Council at a meeting on a given date

e)
At the later meeting, the Council must:

1)
give the member club, if represented by one or more of its members, the opportunity to be heard, and

2)
consider any written document presented by it or on its behalf.

f)
The Council may then, by an absolute majority of its members determine,

1)
whether to discipline the member club, and

2)
whether the Penalty should be expulsion, or a warning or a fine.

g)
A decision of the Council, in accordance with the procedure set out above to discipline a member and to impose a penalty, is final and no appeal to a General Meeting is permitted.
h)
The disciplinary powers contained in this rule are separate from any disciplinary powers exercised by the Council under the competition regulations of the National Council.

7.
THE COUNCIL

The Association is managed by a Council to be known as the AKA (NSW) State Karting Council. The Council consists of one delegate from each voting member club as voting member club and the members of the Secretariat and non-voting members. A delegate must at the time of nomination, and throughout the term of office, be a member of the Committee of the member of the member club of which that person is a delegate. (refer article 29)

8.
Subject to any decision of a General Meeting of the Association, the Council has the entire management and control of the Association and has power to do anything necessary, or convenient, to achieve the purpose of the Association including:-

a)
the delegation to the member clubs with the power to withdraw such delegation of such powers and responsibilities as may from time to time be deemed desirable;
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b)
the arrangement of the New South Wales Kart calendar and the allocation of the New South Wales Kart Championships;

c)
the issue of licences to competitors and drivers in kart competitions, and of permits to organisers of such competitions in accordance with the Australian General Kart regulations on behalf of the National Karting Council;
d)
the imposition of such levies, penalties, fees, fines, contributions and subsidies as may seem to the Council necessary, and the enforcement of collection of such amounts from any Club, group or individual as permitted by the Australian General Karting regulations

e)
the maintenance of a central registry of kart licences

f)
the enforcement of any legal instruction relating to Karting issued on behalf of the Federation International de L'Automobile; or the Australian Kart Association

g)
the consideration and adoption of a suggestion made by a member club

h)
the maintenance of due liaison and information regarding Karting matters with the National Karting Council

i) the appointment from time to time of advisory, or executive sub=committees, to discharge such functions and to hold office for such time as the Council shall deem fit

j)
the reimbursement of any member servant or agent for any out of pocket expenses properly incurred on the Councils behalf, and the payment to any such member servant or agent of such waqe honorarium or return for services rendered as the Council shall think fit

k)
the arbitration of disputes between member clubs.

I)
vote on matters that require direction or decision outside normal Council meetings, by post, email or facsimile. A quorum of returned votes shall be required to implement such a vote.

9.
The Council may make regulations not inconsistent with these rules or the International Sporting Code of the Federation Internationale de L'Automobile for the better management of the sport of Karting in NSW.

a)
The members of the Secretariat shall be officers elected in accordance with Rule 10.

b)
The council shall enforce any guidelines or recommendations set forth by Government bodies State or Federal and any regulatory bodies.
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10. ELECTION OF SECRETARIAT

At the Annual General Meeting of the Association, the following officers of the Secretariat;

a)
State President

b)
State Vice-President

c)
State Treasurer

d)
State Delegate to National Karting Council

e)
Committee Member

f)
Committee Member

are elected by the delegates from persons who have:

1)
been nominated in writing on the prescribed form to the Secretary at least one month before the meeting by the member clubs

2)
must (unless the meeting otherwise agrees) be present at the meeting

Any member of Secretariat may also be elected as Delegate to the National Karting Council, by the council or may be appointed by the secretariat in the absence of a general meeting of the council.

If there is a tied vote on the election of any officer of the Secretariat, the retiring Secretariat members together have one casting vote. If a person was a Club delegate at the time of his election as an officer he ceases to be so on election.

11. The officers of the Secretariat take office at the conclusion of the Annual General meeting and hold office for the period expiring at the conclusion of the Annual General Meeting.

a)
all officers (as 10.2) are eligible for re-election

b)
any officer of the secretariat may be removed by a majority Vote at a general meeting of the State Council.

c)
the term of office shall be two years, only three members of the secretariat shall be voted on in any one year, unless a vacancy exists The State President, State Treasurer and Committee Member 1 shall stand for election in odd years, and the remaining secretariat shall stand for election in even years.
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12. POWERS OF THE SECRETARIAT

Subject to any specific provision elsewhere in these rules the Secretariat has power

a)
to administer and control the sport in accordance with the regulations and policies in the periods between Council meetings

b)
the Secretariat shall meet as a result of

i)
a resolution of the Secretariat

ii)
a resolution of the State Council

iii)
at the request of the President

iv)
at the request of three members of the Secretariat

c)
DELETE (two weeks notice will be given of meeting of the Secretariat. All of the Secretariat and all member clubs shall be given notice of a meeting of the Secretariat.)

INSERT:- The Council shall be advised of meetings and outcomes of the Secretariat at the earliest Council meeting.

d)
Business to be dealt with at a meeting of the Secretariat will be as noted in detail on the notice of meeting. Late items may only be considered by agreement of all officers present.

e)
Decisions at a meeting of the Secretariat shall be made by a majority vote of officers present in person or by phone. Proxy votes will not be accepted.

f)
Minutes will be kept of all meetings of the Secretariat and distributed to member clubs 
DELETE (within three weeks of the meeting)
INSERT (if necessary, at the earliest Council meeting).
13. VACANCIES ON THE COUNCIL

A delegate remains a member of the Council until:

a)
he resigns

b)
a new delegate is nominated by his member club to replace him

c)
his club ceases to be a member club of the Association

14. Any member of the Council or member of any sub-committee of the association who has any direct or indirect interest in any present or anticipated contract agreement or arrangement with the association must declare that interest at the first meeting of the council or the sub-
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15. A person ceases to be an officer of the Secretariat

a)
at the end of his term of office, unless he is re-elected

b)
on receipt of his written resignation from that office

c)
he is removed in accordance with Rule 11(b)

16. FILLING CASUAL VACANCIES

A casual vacancy in any of the offices of the Secretariat may be filled at a General Council Meeting, from nominations received from the member clubs.

17. A casual vacancy in the number of delegates on the Council must be filled by a nominee of the member club of which the retiring delegate was a member

18. QUORUM AT COUNCIL MEETINGS

The quorum at a meeting of the Council is half the total membership of the Council but if that is not a whole number then a quorum is the next whole number above that number. A proxy held by a voting member shall be counted in the number present when considering a quorum.

19. NUMBER OF COUNCIL MEETINGS

The Council must meet at least once each year. A meeting of the Council must be called if a majority of delegates so request. A meeting called as the result of such a request must be held within two months of the receipt by the State Secretary of the request. If a majority of delegates agree any meeting of the Council other than the meeting held in conjunction with the Annual General Meeting may be conducted by telephone conference

20. NOTICE OF COUNCIL MEETINGS

At least one month's notice must be given of a Council meeting unless a majority of delegates agrees that it is necessary to hold the meeting either in person or by telephone conference with a shorter period of notice

At least one month's notice must be given of the Annual General Meeting. Notice must be given in writing by post, DELETE (or to a nominated) facsimile INSERT(or email, whichever the member nominates.) DELETE (if subsequently followed by post.)

21. COUNCIL MEETINGS NOT PUBLIC

Meetings of the Council are conducted in private but the Council may determine that part of a meeting be opened to the press or other observers. The Council / Secretariat may permit a person other than a delegate or officer of the Secretariat to address it.
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22. DECISIONS AT COUNCIL MEETINGS

All decisions at Council meetings are made by simple majority unless otherwise stated in this Constitution of those delegates present, in persons or proxy, and voting. The person presiding does not have a casting vote

23, TIME FOR ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

An annual General Meeting must be held each year DELETE (in the months of October or November.) INSERT ( at a time from July to no later than November of each year)

24. MATTERS AT GENERAL COUNCIL MEETINGS

The matters to be dealt with at a General Council Meeting are those listed in the notice of meeting. Late items of business may only be considered by agreement of all delegates present. The usual rules of meeting procedure shall be adopted for all meetings of the Secretariat and the Council.

25. BUSINESS OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The Business of the Annual General Meeting is to

a) receive the President's Report 

b) receive and consider the financial statement required by Section 16B of the Association Act 1984 (NSW)

c) elect officers of the Secretariat 

d) DELETE (appoint an auditor) INSERT (Receive Auditors report)
e) consider such other business of which at least five weeks notice has been given to the State Secretary

26. SPECIAL GENERAL COUNCIL MEETING

A Special General Meeting must be called if a majority of delegates request one. Unless so requested, it is not necessary to hold a Special General Meeting in any one year. The only business which can be considered at a Special General Meeting is that set out in the Notice of Meeting.

27. FORM OF NOTICE OF GENERAL MEETING

A notice stating

a)
the place, date and time of the General Meeting
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b)
the nature of the business to be considered
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c)
if any special resolution has been proposed, the text of any such motion and a statement that it is intended at the meeting to propose the motion as a special resolution

must be delivered to the Secretary of each member club at the address notified in the Register of Members and to each delegate at the address last notified to the State Secretary by that delegate

28. A document which is posted and correctly addressed unless the contrary is proved, is deemed to have been given to the addressee at the time at which the letter would have been delivered in me ordinary course of post.

29. ALTERNATE/DELEGATE

Each member club must appoint, in addition to its delegate an alternate delegate who must also be a member of the member club. An alternate-delegate can exercise all of the powers given by these Rules to a delegate, if the delegate is unable to do so.

30. PROXIES

a) If neither the delegate nor the alternate delegate of a member club is able to attend a Council meeting, the member club by an authority signed by its President and Secretary and produced to the State Secretary one week prior to the meeting may grant a proxy to the delegate of another member club. No delegate may exercise more than one proxy.

b) Proxy votes to be specifically directed in favour or against on any listed agenda items.

c) Non listed items may be voted on by proxy holder if so authorised by member club issuing proxy nomination.

31. DECISIONS AT GENERAL MEETING

All decisions at General Meeting other than

a)
a resolution to alter the Name, Statement of Purposes or the Rules of the Association b)
any other resolution required by the Associations Incorporation Act 1984 to be a special resolution

c)
a resubmission of any resolution

are decided by a simply majority of votes cast. Any decisions referred to in sub-rules a) or b) of this rule must be decided by special resolution

32. SPECIAL RESOLUTION

As prescribed by the Associations Incorporation Act 1984 a special resolution is a resolution agreed to by at least three-quarters of the delegates of member clubs who are present in person, or by proxy, and who vote on the resolution at a General Meeting of which notice specifying the intention to propose the resolution as a special resolution was given in the manner required by these Rules at least 21 days prior to the meeting
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VOTE PROXY TO BE SPECIFICALLY DIRECTED IN FAVOUR OR AGAINST SUCH A MOTION
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33. SECRETARY/ OFFICE ADMINISTRATOR RESPONSIBILITIES

It is the responsibility of the State Secretary to

a)
keep the records, minutes and files of meetings

b)
keep stocks of necessary forms and licences and issue them as required

c)
arrange meetings of the Council and the Annual General Meeting

d)
carry out the directions of the Council and the Secretariat

e)
generally to perform the administration of the association

f)
the position of Secretary / Office Administrator is to be an appointed position, and not elected. As an appointed employee, the position would need to have a work contract, setting out work conditions and responsibilities, salary and reporting guidelines. The contract is renewable every two years (commencing 1998) at which time the existing Secretary has the option to continue for a further two years.

34. TREASURER'S RESPONSIBILITIES

It is the responsibility of the State Treasurer to keep the books of the Association including

a)
the production of financial reports to the Council and the member clubs

b)
Overseeing the collection of banking and investment of all money received by the Association

c)
the payment at the direction of the Secretariat of all expenses incurred by the Association

d)
the preparation of the annual financial statements in conjunction with the Auditor for the Annual General Meeting

35. MANAGEMENT OF FUNDS

ALL money received must be deposited in a bank account or accounts in the name of the Association. All payments from the account or accounts must be by cheque or approved credit card. All cheques must be signed by two persons who are officers of the Secretariat or other persons appointed by the Council for that purpose.
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36. FINANCIAL YEAR

The financial year of the Association ends on 30 June

37. DERIVATION OF FUNDS

The funds of the Association are derived from subscriptions, licence fees, meeting permits, fines and such other sources a the Council agrees to.

38. COMMON SEAL

The State Secretary is responsible for the custody of the Common Seal, which must only be affixed in accordance with the resolution of the Council, and in the presence of two delegates or one delegate and one officer in the Secretariat.

39. BOOKS AND RECORDS

The State Treasurer is responsible for the custody of the books, records and securities of the Association, other than the minute books and the Register of Members, for which the State Secretary is responsible.

40. INSPECTION OF DOCUMENTS

Any book and record of the Association may be inspected upon reasonable notice to the State Secretary, or the State treasurer who is responsible in accordance wth the previous rule, by any officer or the Secretariat or delegate or by any other person authorised in writing by a member club to do so

41. ALTERATION OF STATEMENT OF PURPOSED OR RULES

The statement of Purposes and Rules may only be amended by a Special Resolution passed at a General Meeting of the Association. Any alteration so passed does not take effect until it has been lodged with and approved by the Corporate Affairs Commission of New South Wales.

42. DISPOSAL OF ASSETS ON WINDING UP

The Association is prohibited from making any distribution to its members, whether in money property or otherwise howsoever, of any assets belonging to the Association and provided however that this shall not prevent payment in good faith of remuneration to any officers or servants of the Association. If upon the winding up or dissolution of the Association there remains, after satisfaction of its debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, the same shall
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not be paid to or distributed amongst its members but shall be given or transferred to some other institution having objects similar (wholly or in part) to its objects and which shall prohibit the distribution of its or their income and property amongst its members, such institution or
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institutions to be determined by the members at or before the time of dissolution and if and so far as effect cannot be given to the aforesaid provision then to some charitable objects.

43. Defective Appointment

If it is afterwards discovered that there was some defect in the appointment or qualification of a delegate or member of the Secretariat, all acts done at any meeting at which that person was present or by that person acting as a delegate or member of the Secretariat shall be as valid as if the person had been duly appointed or was properly qualified

44. Members Liability

That the Liability of a member of the association to contribute towards the payment of the debts and liabilities of the association or the costs, charges and the expenses of the winding up of the association is limited to the amount, if any, of the fees or charges duly raised and remaining unpaid by the member at that time.
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
