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GENERAL MEETING

The main issues from the Club’s General Meetings on Wednesday, 11 February 2004, held at the Clubhouse, Fairbairn Park, are given below.

Members noted:

· the Financial Controllers’ report indicated the bank balance at 30 November 2003 was $37,079.34 with an outstanding cheque $65.17, outstanding deposits of $0, leaving an actual cash balance of $37,014.17;

· there had been two race meetings (23 November 2003) and The ACT Plumbing Doctor ACT Titles (6/7 December 2003) where the canteen receipts were $1,692.05 and $2,686.70 respectively;

· the report from Pat Atkinson on the 2004 Frank Spice Southern Zone Challenge and details of the Challenge were to be included in the Newsletter;

· the Griffith Southern Zone Challenge would include some heats under lights – entrants need to bring clear visors;

· the Committee has decided to postpone Junior Sprint Classic possibly to December (Committee to decide) as clash with the Rally of Canberra.  Also noted that compensation should be sought from the Rally of Canberra.

· the Wagga Club has decided it is compulsory for their Members to attend Canberra meeting.  CKRC Committee to put forward a date for CKRC to go to Wagga;

· the issue of reciprocal race days with Goulburn is to be decided;

· at the last meeting the “Lights” drivers turned up to official on Saturday when the heavy classes raced, but on Sunday the “Heavies” comprised one driver turning up to official.  Newsletter to acknowledge Junior drivers who volunteered on Saturday;

· that to qualify for championship points drivers are to undertake work duties during the year.  This to be included in the Newsletter when the Committee determines what appropriate work is;

· the next working bee will work on catch trap outside canteen and a load of gravel is to be placed on the bottom catch trap;

· an arrangement with the Canberra Times to publish major events with a photograph.  Information on ACT Titles had been sent to the Editor of Kart Oz Magazine who will send stickers to the Club.  Also noted was:

· the Publicity Officer trying to get MIX 104.7 to publish karting information;

· the starting tower has a sponsor on it;

· 5 meetings still don’t have a major sponsor – could also put sponsor on roof of flag points; and

· Masters Games Medals given to non-finishers (8 Medals);

· the Hill Climb Club had just paid their dues and were about to receive another bill;

· a complaint had been received from the Wridgeway re the Clubs PA being too noisy.  Members were reminded not to tamper with the direction of the speakers and track announcer has been asked to turn down the volume;

· 60 licence renewals had come in and a number of incorrectly completed forms had been returned to Members;

· that Glen Potter (Hand IT) had been advised that the hire of the track would be $1,200 for the day, and the Club was awaiting his response; 

· the Coffs Harbour proposal for a Historic Karts event but did not express any objections; and

· two documents relating to the future structure and roles for the AKA. One is the proposed AKA constitution, the other is a PowerPoint presentation on the role of the AKA.  Members are invited to give feedback so the Club can provide comments to the AKA at the next Club meeting in March.  The documents can be viewed on the Club website at www.canberrakarts.asn.au
Members agreed:

· as a result of the resignation of the Financial Controller due to changing work circumstances, the replacement needs to be competent with dealing with financial management as the GST is causing problems (note Newsletter below re replacement);

· Secretary to write to ACT RTA and seek to cancel the fine on the basis the offence was accidental and the club attract business to Canberra etc.

· to renew Cleanaway contract for waste removal;
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· the Committee to consider the stormwater drainage report by John Hamilton and make a recommendation.  Three priorities were put forward: (1) area in front of canteen ($13,000); the chicane near the in-out grid ($14,000); at top of track ($12,000);

· after complaints that the last meeting finished too early and there was a need to extend the number of laps, and also that there was not enough time between heats to repair karts, that for points overall events there would be 5 x 15 laps; and for points in the final only events there would be 3 x 12 lap heats plus 15 lap pre-final and 20 lap final.  This overtook a proposal to have remaining time on race days to be used as practice time;

· Megan Wall would be the Medical Liaison Officer with responsibilities including checking if prescription drugs were legal, refer drivers to medics if injuries are suspected etc; and

· not to support Coffs Harbour proposal to include ARC 1a engine into national class.  Garry Pluis to present our view at the SKC meeting.

Other correspondence – notice from ACT RTA re parking offence fine of $97.00 re the trailer; notice from ACT RTA re registration of trailer ($125.00); letter from Glenn Potter (Hand IT) re hire of track (see General Business); letter from Coffs Harbour Club re ARC 1a engine incorporation into the existing national class;  letter from Coffs Harbour Club re a historic karting event; email from Dave Greenshields requesting clubs, via the club delegate and the state secretariat, to vote for Brian Farley as the A3 Executive Member Technology

NOTIFICATION OF REPLACEMENT OF THE FINANCIAL CONTROLLER

Derek Duffy, the Club’s previous Financial Controller, has resigned due to changing work circumstances.  Many thanks to Derek for his work as Financial Controller to date.  Lee Pluis has nominated for the position and the Club’s Executive has accepted the nomination of Lee Pluis as the new interim Financial Controller.  Under Clause 10 (d) of the Club’s Constitution Lee’s nomination must be notified to Members not less than seven (7) days before the next General Meeting.  This notice constitutes notice in accordance with the Constitution and Lee’s nomination will be voted on at the next General Meeting on 10 March 2004.  Also many thanks to Lee for nominating for the position.

OFFICIALS SCHOOL

The AKA has issued a directive that all officials must undergo annual accreditation.  For CKRC officials the Officials school is on 20 March 2004, at a venue to be determined.  Officials will be informed of the venue.
POSTPONEMENT OF JUNIOR SPRINT CLASSIC

The Junior Sprint Classic has been postponed possibly to December (Committee to decide) as it clashes with the Rally of Canberra.

MEETING OFFICIALS – VOLUNTEERS

Successfully running 2 day race meetings in 2004 will depend on your support by coming along to your 'off' racing day and helping out as an official, eg as a flag marshal.  Many thanks particularly to the Junior drivers who helped out during the January meeting.  The Senior drivers did not do the same next day.  If you know you can help out at an upcoming meeting, call Chris Reynolds on 6292 2257 to put your name down.  A full day's help at a race meeting also qualifies your for the club championship awards.
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QUALIFICATION FOR CLUB CHAMPIONSHIP AWARDS

Last year Members at a General Meeting agreed that to qualify for Championship points competitors had to undertake a minimum contribution of effort towards the running of the Club and race meetings during the season.  The Executive Committee has now determined that the minimum effort is either:

· attendance at 1 full working bee, or

· 1 full day's officiating at a race meeting, eg as flag marshal, grid marshal, steward, etc.

This requirement applies to all competitors who wish to be considered for championship awards.  

The work does not have to be completed by the competitor themselves.  A proxy may do the work on their behalf.  Eg, parents would normally do the work on behalf of children.  Names of drivers attending as an official will be recorded – make sure you have your name recorded on the day of the official duty.  The proxy is responsible for notifying the recording official as to whom the work is being undertaken for.

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If insufficient entries are received for a class, classes may be cancelled or combined at the discretion of the organising committee.  All classes will have two rounds to form minimum entries of five (5). Midgets & Rookies exempt.

A participant whose class does not form after the 2nd round can take 75% of their points from the unformed class to one other class.  Classes not formed after the 2nd round will not be offered at the remaining rounds.

1) Weights will be set as per the AKA manual.

2) Weights for Clubsport classes will have a 5kg weight, penalty for the ARC Spec 100W.

3) Tyres, for the Clubsport Class will be MG Red.  All other classes as per the 2004 AKA manual.

4) Clear visors will be compulsory for night racing at Griffith round.

EQUIPMENT

Eligibility of equipment will be as set out in the current AKA Manual & any subsequent bulletins issued by the AKA. One chassis & a maximum of two engines must be scrutineered, recorded & marked. All engines will be sealed by the competitor prior to scrutineering. The race secretary will distribute engine tags at the time of entry.

Midgets & Rookies may have their restrictors sealed on the grid by an official of the meeting.

Tyres may be marked prior to the first heat.

METHOD OF RACING.

a)
No time trials. Four Heats Computer grids, & final. (All points count). Orange will have three heats Computer grids, & final.

Grid positions for the first four heats shall be determined by a random computer draw that results in approximately equal grid positions when averaged over all heats. Grid positions for the final heat shall be determined by lowest point’s accumulated points to grid 1, second lowest grid 2 & so on. In the case of a tie at the conclusion shall be determined as per rule 19.21 of the AKA manual.

The winner of the event shall be the driver / entrant with the lowest accumulated points from all heats. In the case of a tie in points at the end of the final heat, the driver / entrant with the higher finishing position in the final heat shall be declared the winner.

b) PRACTICE WILL BE FORBIDDEN TO RACE ENTRANTS ON THE FRIDAY BEFORE THE RACE MEETING FOR THE FIRST SIX ROUNDS. ENTRANTS CAUGHT DISREGARDING THIS RULE WILL FACE EXCLUSION FROM THE EVENT.

THERE WILL BE PRACTICE AVAILABLE ON THE FRIDAY AT ORANGE ROUND ONLY.

LAPS

Each round will be over a distance of 60km’s approximately. For Midgets, Rookies, Juniors & Seniors. 4 Heats, & final. Except for Orange 4 Heats , & Final.

16.
POINTS

Points for the rounds will be awarded in the heats as follows:

1st - 0 points, 2nd - 2 points, 3rd - 3 points, 4th - 4 points & so on. DNF & DNS will be number of entrants plus one.

Points for the challenge will be awarded in the heats as follows: 

1st - 20 points, 2nd - 17 points, 3rd - 15 points, 4th 13 points, 5th 12 points down to one point repeated.

Each registered entrant will receive five bonus points for each round of the challenge that they participant at. To be awarded bonus points the entrant must face the starter at least once at that round.

Final challenge points for each registered entrant will be added together for the best five results from the seven rounds. All bonus points will be kept.

If there is a draw of points then Rule 19.21 of the current AKA manual will apply.
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17. AWARDS / PRIZES

First, second & third placegetters in each class at each round will be presented with trophies. For the series first, second & third placegetters in each class will be awarded trophies.

At each round each club host at their respective round will provide / pay for the following:

1) $50.00 worth of Kart Products for one randomly drawn Midget or Rookie at that race meeting.



$50.00 worth of Kart Products for one randomly drawn Junior at that race meeting.

3) $100.00 cash each round for four randomly drawn Senior entrants at that race meeting.

4) $1,000.00 per round minimum will be spent on trophies.

All entered entrants, whether registered for the series or not, will be eligible to have their name put into the draw for the host club prizes mentioned above. If an entrant races in two classes they have two chances in the prize draw.

The draw will take place at trophy presentation on the day of the event  & the winner must be present. If the drawn entrant is not present, then another name will be drawn until a winner is present to claim the prize.
