CANBERRA KART RACING CLUB POINTSCORE 2004

This document describes the method used for calculating finishing positions for individual race meetings, and for end-of-season class awards for the Canberra Kart Racing Club.

Class Points for the season

Class points for the season will be awarded based on each competitor's finishing position for each event (regardless of race format) based on the following table:

Two events for the year for a driver will be automatically dropped (see Dropping Events for details). 

The final pointscore for the class for the season is the sum of points earned in all eligible events.

Drivers need to have completed the qualification requirements (See Championship Qualification for details) before the end of each season to be eligible for any end-of-season awards.

Meeting finishing position

Finishing position for the meeting will be determined according to the race format for the meeting.

· A Points Overall meeting will sum the finishing points from all races to determine the  finishing positions for the meeting. 

· A Final Only meeting will use the finishing positions from the final race to determine the finishing positions for the meeting.

Did Not Finish (DNF) positions

DNF's count towards a meeting finishing position based on when the competitor exits the race. If it is not practical for lap-scorers to determine exit laps for DNF competitors, finishing positions will be determined based on starting position for the race. 

Finishing position is relative to all entrants in class

The finishing position for the meeting for class points will be determined relative to all finishers for the meeting, whether they are club members or not. 

Eg, if the actual finishing positions for a meeting are as follows, 1 club member, 2 non-club member, 3 non-club member, 4 club member, then the Class finishing positions for the 2 club members would be 1 and 4, ie 20 points and 14 points.

Dropping Events

To calculate class points, two events from the season will be dropped. 

The events to be dropped will be the two events with the lowest points score for the season.

All events are considered for dropping

If a competitor does not enter and/or compete in an event, they will be deemed to have scored 0 points for that meeting, and this event can be a dropped event. 

Tied Class results

If 2 competitors tie with equal points for any class at the end of the season, the winner will be determined by the following method:

1. The multi-class award points for both competitors will be compared.

2. If they are different, the class positions are determined by the multi-class points.

3. If the multi-class award points are the same, then the number of 1st place, 2nd place, etc's for the season will be compared.

4. If they are different, the competitor with the larger number of better placings will place before the other competitor.

5. If they are the same, the competitor who first gains the highest placing in the season will place before the other competitor.

Championship Qualification

In order for competitors to be eligible for championship awards, they need to have provided the club with a minimum contribution of effort towards the running of the club and race meetings during the preceding season.

The minimum required effort is:

· Attendance at 1 full working bee, or

· 1 full day's officiating at a race meeting, eg as flag marshall, grid marshall, steward, etc.

This requirement applies to all competitors who wish to be be considered for championship awards. 

The work does not have to be completed by the competitor themselves. A proxy may do the work on their behalf. Eg, parents would normally do the work on behalf of children. The proxy is responsible for notifying the recording official as to who the work is being undertaken for.

Multi-class Awards 
(Driver of Year, Midget/Rookie, ETC)

Multiple class awards will be calculated using a weighting system based on the number of competitors in the class. This is to enable a fairer comparison of driver skill across different size classes.

Event points in these awards will be calculated as the class points earned from each event multiplied by the number of starters in heat one of that event, divided by the number two. 

For example, a competitor comes 2nd in a class where 10 competitors started heat 1.

Their award points are:

17 points for 2nd times 10 competitors = 170, divided by 2 = 85 points.

 The final award pointscore for the season is the sum of all points earned in eligible events, excluding the dropped events.

Drivers competing in multiple classes will compete for multi-class awards based on their performance in each class separately, not aggregated.
