Fuel: As per the 2005 AKA Karting Manual.  Rule 22.03.7 & .9

Controlled fuel for use during this meeting is Premium Unleaded, ELF 07 and ELF CIK 102.

Premium unleaded fuel MUST be purchased and used from Friday 22nd April through to Sunday 24th April 2005 inclusive Control fuel is from the BP Service Station, cnr Calder Hwy (15th St) and Etiwanda Avenue, Mildura (opposite Davison Ford).   Competitors wishing to use ELF 07 fuel must supply their own fuel. 

Formula 100 controlled fuel is ELF CIK102.  Competitors must supply their own fuel.

Random samples of competitor’s fuel will be taken during this meeting and tested for conformity to samples taken from the supplier between these dates.

REMINDER: Fuel tanks and drums should be empty prior to being used for fuel purchased for this meeting.

Transponders:

AMB TRANX 160 transponders will be used throughout the event for all timed qualifying and racing. 

All karts must have a transponder holder fitted. 

Transponder holder brackets will be available for purchase at the circuit at a cost of $10.00 inc GST, all fitting screws and retaining clip.

Transponders must be fitted facing the driver, on the left-hand side pod 300mm from the kingpin. 


Drivers must:
Collect their allocated transponder from the appointed timing / grid official.


Fit and use the transponder correctly.

Return the transponder to an appointed timing / grid official.

Drivers may be penalised for failure to use allocated transponder in any event during the course of the meeting.
NOTE: Lost or damaged transponders will be the responsibility of the driver and/or entrant and will be charged by the Geelong kart club the cost of the repair and/or replacement transponder.
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Engine Sealing:


( Sealing nuts must be fitted on the cylinder head of all engines. Yamaha KT100S engines require an internal hex cylindrical nut. Refer Rule 19.33 . 9

( Midget & Rookies Yamaha engines must be fitted with (2) exhaust header sealing nuts in addition to cylinder head nuts.  (Refer Rule 41.27 Rule 40.0 6) 

· Comer engines exhaust and cowl cap screws MUST be drilled for sealing.
