8. Format of Racing for 21st /22nd February 2009  -

a)
No time trials. Three Heats Computer grids, pre-final & final. (All points counts). 

Grid positions for the first three heats shall be determined by a computer draw that results in approximately equal grid positions when averaged over all heats. Grid positions for the pre-final shall be determined by lowest point’s accumulated points to grid 1, second lowest grid 2 & so on. In the case of a tie at the conclusion shall be determined as per rule 19.21 of the AKA manual. The final grid position will be determined by the finishing position in the pre-final.

The winner of the event shall be the entrant with the lowest number of points for the round. 

b) PRACTICE WILL BE FORBIDDEN TO RACE ENTRANTS ON THE FRIDAY BEFORE THE RACE MEETING FOR THE FIRST SEVEN ROUNDS. ENTRANTS CAUGHT DISREGARDING THIS RULE WILL FACE EXCLUSION FROM THE EVENT.

A Historic Kart track demonstration will not be conducted at this meeting per rules 19.07 (a), 19.37 and 13.01 1. & 2.
20. Footwear 
Covered footwear MUST be worn in the Paddock/Parc Femme, Ingrid and Outgrid. 

21. Pit Crew Passes 
All pit crew entering restricted areas (The Outgrid, The Ingrid, Parc ferme and Track) must have a current Pit Crew Pass per rule 11.06. Entry will be denied if correct pass is not produced.
