6. Entry 

The fee for entry in each event shall be $65 for seniors, $55 for juniors and $45 for Rookies and Midgets including GST.

The date and time for close of entry shall be 8:30am on Sunday, 24th May 2009.

A, B, C and D grade provisional licence holders are eligible to enter.

7. Minimum Entries 

The minimum number of entries per class shall be 5 karts.  If insufficient entries are received for a class, classes may be cancelled or combined at the discretion of the Organiser. 

8. Format of Racing for 24th May 2009 

The maximum number of laps shall be as follows: 

Race Format: Seniors - 3 heats of 12 Laps & Final of 15 laps

Race Format: Juniors, Rookies & Midgets - 3 heats of 10 Laps & Final of 12 laps.

Grid positions for Heats 1, 2 and 3 shall be determined by computer griding. 

Grid positions for the final shall be determined by points accumulated from the three preceding heats with the lowest accumulated points to grid 1, second lowest grid 2 and so on. In the case of a tie at the conclusion of the third heat the grid position shall be determined as per rule 19.21 of the AKA Manual. 

The winner of the event shall be the driver/entrant shall be determined by the driver who finishes on the lowest number of points for the meetings run on a “Final Only”. 

For those events where the place getters are determined by placings in the Final, Rule 20.22(i) will apply. 

Points allocation for all heats shall be 1st place = 0, 2nd place = 2, 3rd place = 3, etc. A DNS or DNF shall result in points added equal to the number of entries in that class plus one (1).

18. Weighing of Karts 

Karts may be weighed at the conclusion of each event at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course or the Weigh Marshall.  Should a competitor fail the first test they may request one additional test. 

19. Historic Kart Demonstrations

A Historic Kart track demonstration will not be conducted at this meeting per rules 19.07 (a), 19.37 and 13.01 1. & 2.

20. Footwear 
Covered footwear MUST be worn in the Paddock/Parc Femme, Ingrid and Outgrid. 

21. Pit Crew Passes 
All pit crew entering restricted areas (The Outgrid, The Ingrid, Parc ferme and Track) must have a current Pit Crew Pass per rule 11.06. Entry will be denied if correct pass is not produced. 

These Supplementary Regulations are to be read in conjunction with the General Standing Regulations and Australian Kart Formula for Sprint Racing as laid down in the current AKA Manual, any Addendums or Bulletins issued and the Entry Form. 

Note that parking restrictions apply on the access road to the top car park – follow instructions on signs.
