2) Weights for Club Sport classes will have a 5kg weight, penalty for the ARC Spec 100W.

3) Tyres, for the Club Sport Class will be MG Red, all other classes as per the 2008 AKA manual.

4) Muffler for Club Sport Class will be AKA 39 pipe
Note: Junior Rotax will only be a demonstration class and no prizes will be offered for competing (see point 20).
6. Entry 

The fee for entry in each event shall be $65 for seniors, $55 for juniors and $45 for Rookies and Midgets including GST.

The date and time for close of entry shall be 8:30am on Sunday, 25th March 2008.

A, B, C and C grade provisional licence holders are eligible to enter.

7. Minimum Entries 

The minimum number of entries per class shall be 5 karts.  If insufficient entries are received for a class, classes may be cancelled or combined at the discretion of the Organiser. 

8. Format of Racing for 25th March 2008 

The maximum number of laps shall be as follows:
Race Format: Seniors - 3 heats and Final (of up to 15 laps). 

Race Format: Juniors, Rookies & Midgets - 4 heats and Final (of up to 12 laps). 

Grid positions for Heats 1, 2 and 3 shall be determined by computer girding.

Grid positions for the final heat shall be determined by points accumulated from the three preceding heats with the lowest accumulated points to grid 1, second lowest grid 2 and so on.  In the case of a tie at the conclusion of the third heat the grid position shall be determined as per rule 19.21 of the AKA 2008 Manual.

The winner of the event shall be the driver the winner of the Final (ACT Junior Sprint Classic, King & Queen of Karting, ACT Titles, Canberra Cup and other meetings as decided). 

For those events where the place getters are determined by placings in the Final, Rule 20.22(i) will apply.

Points allocation for all heats shall be 1st place = 0, 2nd place = 2, 3rd place = 3, etc.  A DNS or DNF shall result in points added equal to the number of entries in that class plus one (1).
