We as a club are concerned of the growing possibility of the ARC 1a engine is to be incorporated into the excising national class.

We do not want to see are recurrence of the clubman disaster with the gradual destruction of the clubman class over the past few years and the loss of numbers from That class and the sport overall, we cannot to go down this path any longer if we do we won't have sport.

Speaking as a country club the backbone of our club is national class if we loose these competitors we might as well shut up shop.

National class is the single most successful class in the rulebook it's history goes back to 1963 when the first controlled class was introduced in Sydney to provide a class that was affordable. The prominent class at that time was "A" class that was engines up to 100cc with no restrictions on modifications or fuel extensively an open 100cc Class.

A new class was introduced at Caringbah and Granville in mid 1963 " A " standard that was chosen series production engines of up to 100cc with 1 carburettor on petrol that class continued until the prominent engine of the day Mc culoch MC 10 wore out and a new class was introduced to replace it "box stock" that class through the 70's was a very successful class until McCulloch stopped producing kart engines in the early 80's so a new engine was found in 1982 the Kt 100j Yamaha to replace it, both motors run in tandem until the McCulloch's just wore out and Spare Parts become hard to find

 Then the Yamaha become the only motor in that class. At that time we had no alterative to change motors because a manufacturer had simply shut up shop this time we do have a alterative as Yamaha still produce the KT 100J they are very popular because of there the stability of rules over a number of years and the low cost to purchase new engines and there is a abundance of second hand motors available for beginners and the general reliability of the engine, Spare parts are cheap and readily available in genuine and non genuine form.

The argument being put up about super "J' engines being available does not wash as it probably only accounts for less than 10% of all national class karters. The remainder that is 90%who have an investment in there equipment and all the want to do is race and enjoy them self's why change the class is stable, fields are strong and growing every year why ruin a good thing it does not make sense.

The argument that both engines are of parity is questionable The ARC 100A has a KT 100s type crankcase and crankshaft The Kt 100s crankshaft is lighter and will allow the ARC to rev harder with a increase in revs gives more top end power the con rod is shorter, the cylinder head has more "cc" that will allow more Ignition advance without the fear of detonation, which will increase better bottom end and allow more torque in 

the bottom end and an advantage over the " J " engine. If the ARC engine was a carbon copy of the KT 100J there would be case to introduce into national class however as outlined it has been simply is not to say the engine's has the same port timing as a "J" the difference as outlined above is there in black and white .If introduced into the class it will simply out perform the "J" engine and remove the "J" from the class this will cost the sport dearly at a time when we can least afford it, and may even become a case for legal action under a class action against AKA by disgruntled national class driver's (they do have the numbers)

Don't get us wrong we not anti ARC we as Australians are proud of that a Australian company can and is willing to produce a series of Australian made Kart engines however in the case for common sense do not introduce the ARC 1a into national class.

May we suggest that it be introduced into it's own class to known as "ARC1A class" with all it's bells and whistles as an experimental class the same as we did with Rotax and we can see what happens over time.
