Your “need for speed” will be amply satisfied at the Australian Dirt Track Karting Championships, however it will be worth your while to take your time to check out the many sights and attractions around Holbrook. The racetrack itself is situated at the airfield, which is home to many ultra light aircraft and an introductory flight can be pre-arranged.

Experience charming country hospitality at any of the eateries, coffee shops, hotels, clubs and restaurants (refer above), ride the miniature train at the beautiful Ten Mile Creek gardens, or see how life was in days gone by at the museum, which is situated in the historic precinct, a collection of national heritage listed buildings at the southern end of town.

Holbrook is an easy drive to the snowfields, Wagga Wagga and Albury-Wodonga, the Upper Murray around Walwa and Jingellic, the massive Hume Weir (9 times bigger than Sydney Harbour) or the wineries of Rutherglen (maybe leave that one to after the racing).

But no visit to Holbrook would be complete without getting up close and personal with the almighty HMAS Otway, and exploring the links between Holbrook and Submarines. Measuring 90m long and with a crew of 70, the Otway was an Oberon class sub that was decommissioned in 1996 and the above waterline sections transported to Holbrook and reconstructed.
