6. Entry
The fee for entry in each event shall be $125.00 per entry per class.

The date and time for close of entry shall be 5pm 17th September 2004.

Late entries cannot be accepted.

The minimum grade of license will be AKA C grade unless a minimum grade is required higher than that of AKA Grade C for a particular class as per Rule 20.18. Provisional license holders will not be accepted in any class of this championship.

All entries should be on the official AKA entry form.

Entries are to include a cheque or money order made payable Holbrook Kart Club.

No faxed entries will be accepted.

Entries will only be eligible for refunds if cancelled in writing before date of closure of entries or if the classes are cancelled as per regulation 7.

7. Minimum Entries
The minimum number of entries per class shall be 5. If insufficient entries are received for a class, classes may be cancelled or combined at the discretion of the Organiser.

8. Format of Racing
Three computer grids and one final heat (all points count)

The number of laps for heats all four heats 12 laps for Senior and Junior competitors. 

Grid positions for the first three heats shall be determined by a random computer draw that results in approximately equal grid positions when averaged over all heats. 

Grid positions for the final heat shall be determined by points accumulated from the three preceding heats with the lowest accumulated points to grid 1, -second lowest grid 2 and so on. In the case of a tie at the conclusion of the third heat the grid position shall be determined as per rule 19.21 of the AKA manual.

The winner of the event shall be the driver/entrant with the lowest accumulated points from all 4 heats. In the case of a tie in points at the end of the final heat the winner shall be determined as per Rule 19:21 of the AKA Manual.

Points allocation for all heats shall be 1st place = 0, 2nd place = 2, 3rd place = 3 points etc. A DNS or DNF shall result in points added equal to the number of entries in that class plus one (1).

10. Mechanical Breakdown Lane
A mechanical breakdown lane will not be in use.

11. Blue and Red Double Diagonal Flag
The blue and red double diagonal flag will be used during this meeting. Refer Rule 15.13.

12. Abandonment or Postponement
The organisers reserve the right at their sole discretion to abandon, postpone or cancel any event(s) subject to Rule 11.09.

13. Prizes
Trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th placings in all classes.

14. Insurance
Insurance has been affected for this meeting in accordance with Chapter 3.

15. Noise Levels
Maximum permissible noise levels shall be in accordance with Chapter 24.

16. Fuel (refer Rule 25.14)

The only permitted fuel to be used for this meeting is premium unleaded purchased during the period Friday 1st October to 3 October:

Ampol Service Station Holbrook - Pump Number 2.

The use of ELF BFK07 Fuel is also permitted.

17. Judges of Fact
The Starter will be a judge of fact, while under the starters control and will determine competitors who break the start order, impede, delay or unduly affect the start procedure.

The Chief Lapscorer will be the judge of fact as to the number of laps completed and the finishing order of any race.

The Weigh Marshal will be the judge of fact as to the measured weight of any kart and driver at the completion of any event.

The Noise Control Marshal shall be the judge of fact as to the noise level recorded by any individual kart.

18.Weighing of Karts

 Karts may be weighed at the conclusion of a race, under the direction of the Weigh Marshall.  Should a kart fail to comply with the minimum weight, the competitor may only request one further weigh test.  At all times the weighing procedure will be under the control and direction of the Weigh Marshall, as judge of fact, who may take whatever procedures he deems necessary to achieve an accurate measurement.  Refer to the relevant Class Chapters for minimum race weights.

19. Pit area Controls

There will be NO RIDING of push or motorised scooters, cycles, skateboards, mini bikes or similar apparatus in the grounds at any time (officials and disabled person excluded).

Any person found riding or operating any said apparatus within the grounds will have the apparatus confiscated and it will not be returned until the completion of the meeting.

Animals are prohibited with the exception of nominated security guard dogs or guide dogs for the vision impaired.

Camping at the venue is strictly prohibited except for designated security and official personnel.

Cars and trailers may only be allowed in specified parking areas. No TOW vehicles allowed in pits.
